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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon Room 5A712A by Mr Greg Kilchenstein.  Members present included Mr James Stamper, Mr Alonzo Mays, Maj Shannon Mikus, Lt Col (s) Steve Dubois, Lt Col Steve Morani and Mr Dave Cutter. Other attendees included Mr Jim Reay.
2. The new and improved CBM+ Brochure was discussed. Potential highlights to consider included the 5 WIPTs (show benefits and outcomes), a panel for each Service to show CBM+ activity on a selected platform or with a selected technology, retain some level of basic CBM+ descriptions and definitions. Other inputs are requested. A late summer production will make them available for the DoD Symposium in October.


3. The RCM WIPT next meeting is on Wednesday 31 May at LMI. The AG will not meet on that day.  The current attendee list was reviewed. Conference call capability will be provided. The charter was also reviewed and minor edits included. It will be distributed to the AG for discussions with their IPT members.


4. Greg led a discussion of IUID Depot Maintenance Customer Days on 21-22 June at the OC- ALC at Tinker AFB. Extended discussions were on item unique identification data standards, program strategy, and Service participation/activities.


5. The draft DoDI on CBM+ Policy was discussed. The latest version will be distributed to the AG to initiate informal coordination efforts. Edits are expected and encouraged. As part of the discussion on open architecture for data, Greg will set up a Data 101 tutorial for the AG in the near future.


6. The CBM+ Guidebook was reviewed. Using CDR Jepson’s outline, previous inputs on the use of hyperlinks and electronic media, plus characteristics of other recent DoD guidebooks, a list of topics was presented by Jim Reay who requested AG member feedback and input on other topics to include. The goal is to have an annotated outline (a brief description of scope and content for each topic) by July for further review and AG approval before applying additional drafting efforts.


7. The AG was adjourned at 1155.  The next scheduled AG meeting is Wednesday 07 June at 1300-1500 in the J4 Conference Room (2E606). Mr Dale Hirschman from the Navy FFC in Norfolk will present a real-time demonstration of the MFOM he introduced on 26 April. Please note the unique time and place.
