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1. The meeting was called to order at 1000 in Pentagon Room 5E225.  Members present included Mr James Stamper, Maj Shannon Mikus, Capt Jeremy Gray, Lt Col Morani, and Mr Dave Cutter. The Boeing presenters included Mr Mark Bouknecht, Mr Mike Mohesky, Mr David Bechtold, Mr Marv Lax, and Mr George Kralovec.


2. The brief was initiated by a request from Maj Mikus based on a conversation with Mt Bechtold at an aging aircraft conference that centered on tools used by Boeing Integrated Defense Systems (IDS) to perform material demand forecasting and planning.  This presentation focused on their adoption and use of the Service Planning & Optimization (SPO) software suite from MCA Solutions. From the MCA website – “Boeing IDS is using SPO to support Boeing's F/A-18 E/F Integrated Readiness Support Teaming (FIRST) program with the U.S. Navy. The implementation was completed on-time and on budget and allows Boeing planners to forecast and position service parts in the Navy delivery network, and to determine optimal order quantities for internal replenishment, repair orders, and new-buy orders.”

3. The tool is currently being developed and used by Boeing to support their CLS plan. The Boeing programs mentioned included the AH-64, the CH-47, the FA-18E/F, the C17 and the CV-22. The brief was proprietary, but Boeing will provide a version to post on the CBM+ web site.

4. This session was adjourned at 1130. There is no AG meeting scheduled for 05 July. On 12 July, the CBM+ AG will meet in Pentagon 2C554 (#3) for a presentation from ID Systems – read aheads will be passed when available.
