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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A. Members present included Maj Dave Clark, Maj Kirsten Palmer, Mr Jeff Joseph, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter. The agenda was a conference call with AIA survey team members. 

2. The AG submitted proposed survey questions for review a few weeks ago and today’s meeting was to edit and update that input. DoD led the discussion through each question that resulted in no changes to any of the 5 questions but multiple additions to the sub-bullets that are intended to stimulate discussion. The latest survey document (background plus questions) will be distributed and posted on the CBM+ web site.


3. The next session with the AIA team is targeted for the first week of December and is subject to Greg’s availability. The survey timeline was discussed and the teams initially agreed to complete their surveys by the end of December, analyze and consolidate results in January, and meet in February to compare the commercial and military findings.  


4. The AG Service members are expected to conduct approximately 3 surveys each with a cross-section of programs from early acquisition to fully fielded status and different communities from ground, air, or maritime. The Marines are looking at the LAV, EFV, AAV or Light Weight 155mm Howitzer. The Air Force is considering the F22, C17, KC135 or MQ9 Reaper. All the Services should be starting to consider options and identify initial contact points.

5. The AG meeting was adjourned at 1130. The next AG meeting is set for 28 November – the agenda is the Marine Corps Embedded Platform Logistics System. Nominations from AG members for future meetings are appreciated at any time. The next opening is on 19 December. The latest calendar is on the CBM+ web site.
