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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A by Mr Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included CDR James Jepson, LTC Darnell Jones, Mr James Stamper, Maj Shannon Mikus, Mf Jeff Joseph and Mr Dave Cutter. Other attendees included Mr Kevin Borek, Mr John McDonald and Mr Rex Curry. Briefers included Mr Alan Johnston (MIMOSA), Mr Bob Walter (Penn State ARL) and Mr Jim Colton (LOGSA). All briefs will be posted on the CBM+ web site.

2. Alan Johnston delivered a presentation titled “Enabling Sustainable CBM+ in the U S Joint Military Services” and provided the opportunity for Q&A with the AG. He cited the progress made in adopting open standards for information. The work in the oil and gas industries was shown as a model for military applications. Best practices and relevant ISO activities were discussed. The Army CLOE and AILA efforts were explained and AMRDEC was identified as the Army MIMOSA center of excellence. 


3. Jim Colson briefly discussed the Common Data Schema for Complex Systems (GEIA-927) and Logistics Product Data (GEIA-STD-0007). GEIA-927 is a reference model used to facilitate the exchange of data between product data domains. It provides a roadmap for data exchanges (DEXs). GEIA-STD-0007 provides exchange of LSAR data between industry and the military.


4. Bob Walter very briefly mentioned recommendations for DoD future involvement in MIMOSA, but was not able to discuss his Integrated System Health Monitoring brief. Comments included the role of OSD in “setting” standards.


5. As a path forward, the possibility of establishing a WIPT to facilitate an on-going dialogue for DoD coordination and support was discussed. An example charter will be sent to Alan for development of a proposal for AG consideration.
