CBM+ Action Group
15 August 2007
1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A by Mr Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included CDR James Jepson, Mr Steve Cushanick, Maj Shannon Mikus, Mr Lawrence Fitzpatrick, Mr Jeff Swanson, Mr Jeff Joseph, Mr Som Chanthathone, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter. Dr Dave Robertson from LMI was the guest briefer.

2. The draft memo from MR&MP to provide the CBM+ Guidebook to the Service representatives was reviewed. Final inputs were collected. The draft will be submitted to MR&MP for approval.


3. The CBM+ DoDI and coordination comments were briefly mentioned. All reviews have been received and adjudicated, except for A&T and DDR&E. Any revisions to the current comment matrix are welcome.


4. Greg distributed a briefing package on CTMA and discussed his efforts to personally talk each Service on the status of the program. Congress has indicated that they will no longer support the projects with set-aside funding. The MRSSG will discuss the options for support on 24 September at their next meeting. 


5. A draft SIM memo from MR&MP was discussed. The intent is to request input from the Services on their SIM plans to comply with DoDI 4151.19. A recommendation was made to elevate the memo’s release so that it enters the Services at the Secretary level to receive priority handling and a better response. Greg will convey the concerns to MR&MP.   


6. Dr Robertson presented the results from a series of reliability studies conducted over the last few months. Dave described the reliability functions across the lifecycle, the role of maintenance in preventing, restoring and reporting failures, steps identified in commercial best practices that might apply to DoD, and recommendations. The brief will be posted on the CBM+ web site.

7. The AG meeting was adjourned at 1145. The 22 August meeting is cancelled due to travel plans by multiple members. The next meeting will be on 29 August at 1030 and the agenda is TBA. Nominations from AG members for future meetings are appreciated at any time.
