CBM+ Action Group
18 July 2007
1. The meeting was called to order at 1045 in Pentagon 5A712A by Mr Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included LTC Darnell Jones, Mr Nelson Williams, CDR James Jepson, Maj Shannon Mikus, Maj Dave Clark, Mr James Stamper, and Mr. Dave Cutter. The guest presenter was Mr Mike Leigh.


2. A brief discussion was held on the status of the DoDI’s formal coordination from each Service. Comments are in hand from Air Force and in-route from the Navy with the Marine Corps comments; J4, DLA, and Army concurred with no comments and signatures are in hand or in-route. 

3. Handouts of pages printed from the DAU ACC Practice Center were distributed. CBM+ is “buried” at a fourth level and a recommendation was made to elevate it to a Special Interest Item at Level 2. With the impending release of the DoDI, it appears to warrant greater visibility. Other maintenance-related concepts like SIM and Corrosion might also apply. RCM was discussed as a companion element that could be co-listed with CBM+ on the home page and both would need to be developed with the requisite graphics. Inputs and thoughts were requested from the AG members.


4. Mike Leigh works for DLA and, in conjunction with the Document Automation & Production Service (DAPS), has developed a tool called Job Performance Aids (JPAs) to improve human performance through visual learning. JPAs are targeted to augment traditional training and publications where specifically needed. This electronic aid is receiving broad acceptance across the Services in diverse applications, from aircraft landing gear to water treatment applications. 5. The AG meeting was adjourned at 1145. The next meeting will be a special session to avoid schedule conflicts on Monday 23 July at 0900 in Pentagon Room 5A712A.
