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1. The meeting was called to order at 1000 at Pentagon 1E518 by Mr Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included Mr Jan Jedrych, Col Charles Parton, MAJ Darnell Jones, MAJ Shannon Mikus and Mr Dave Cutter. This meeting was held in conjunction with a CTMA project brief for Mr Pauling and Mr Dunn.


2. Greg introduced the agenda and provided a short background for the project. Mr Chuck Ryan from NCMS briefly discussed the purpose of CTMA projects. Mr Chris Clendenin from Boeing presented a brief on the DoD/USAF Synthetic Instrumentation (SI) CTMA Project. A copy of the brief will be posted on the CBM+ web site when it’s made available.


3. The Problem. The CTMA project that started in 2004 following an initial USAF study on F-15 avionics supportability. The F-15 Electronic System Test Set (ESTS) lacks capacity to meet the workload. ESTS needs to be augmented or replaced. 


4. The Project. The SI CTMA Project was to leverage new technology and implement 3 ARGCS elements – SI, Automatic Test Markup Language (ATML) Interface, and Net Centric Diagnostics. This project was to satisfy multiple signal requirements with one synthetic instrument and eliminate the need for numerous single-function instruments. They demonstrated support for 8 (of 50) high-failure F-15 LRUs during 6 months of trials at Elmendorf AFB. The key aspect is development of a passive test adapter compared to the complex ESTS adapter. The demonstration logged 200 repairs with faster test times, decreased mean time to repair, and improved supportability. ATML is the language standard that they used. Net centric involves movement of information from the platform and from historical files to the tester for faster and smarter diagnostic activity.

5. The Status. Phase 1 is complete. The Air Force was pleased with what was presented and sees it as an enabler for their RE21 efforts to improve their maintenance processes and organization.  Boeing is continuing to develop testing capability for other LRUs, but CTMA needs the USAF to endorse the Phase 2 plan before they obligate additional resources. Col Stankowski (AF/A4MY) took the action to pursue the endorsement with Warner Robins leadership. 
6. This meeting was adjourned at 1130. The next regular AG brief is on Wednesday 07 February at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A. The ARGCS JCTS project (Northrop Grumman) that is related to many aspect of this SI CTMA project, will be briefed. The next AG is an off-site at LMI on 31 January to discuss the CY07 plan.
