The problem is that program managers need to have a high degree of confidence in new technologies and processes to investigate, authorize and resource CBM+ implementations. The project will survey government and commercial PMs as well as other stakeholders to clarify their requirements and expectations. The resultant framework should provide a potential guide for CBM+ opportunities and be of value to both the government and commercial vendors. 


3. The next step is to provide inputs for the survey questions that will be discussed as the agenda for the 10 October AG meeting. I will pass the brief that was updated at the meeting (as soon as I gain access to the web site where it resides).


4. The CBM+ DoDI comment matrix was distributed on 11 September to the individuals who submitted comments with a request for feedback in 10 days.  No feedback has been received. After the last 2 coordination inputs are received, the DoDI will be forwarded for signature.

5. The meeting was adjourned at 1700. The next AG meeting is set for 03 October at 1030 – the agenda is MFOM.
