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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A by Mr Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included CDR James Jepson, LTC Darnell Jones, Maj Dave Clark, Maj Robert Charlton, MGySgt George Dove, Mr Steve Cushnaick, Mr Jeff Joseph, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter. The guest presenter was Mr Gene Morin from MARCORSYSCOM. 


2. Gene Morin briefed the Marine Corps Autonomic Logistics (AL) project. AL is the Marine Corps response to the CBM+ challenge and is currently between Milestones A and B. It encompasses their Embedded Platform Logistics System (EPLS) which provides the hardware infrastructure and their Electronic Maintenance Support System (EMSS) which is a personal electronic display device. The goal of AL is to enable CBM+, enhance visibility for the logistician, and support command and control decisions. Block 1 platforms being implemented are the LAV, the AAV, and the MTVR. Gene explained the project status, funding priorities, budget projections, and project scope from on-board the platform to the enterprise level. The presentation is posted on the CBM+ web site.

3. The AIA/DoD Survey was discussed and edited survey questions were distributed. The previously discussed timeline was to complete the surveys with program managers by the end of December, analyze and consolidate results in January, and meet with AIA in February to compare the commercial and military findings.  CBM+ AG Service members are expected to conduct approximately 3 surveys each with a cross-section of programs from early acquisition to fully fielded status and a range of communities (ground, air, and maritime). The Services were requested to provide their selected survey participants this week so that a consolidated list can be provided to AIA.

4. The AG meeting was adjourned at 1130. The next AG meeting is set for Thursday, 06 December – the agenda is the NAVSEA SKED 3.2 program. Location is TBD: either at Pentagon 5A712A or possibly at OPNAV N4 if their WebEx capability is confirmed. CDs were distributed to AG members.
