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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A. Members present included Mr James Stamper, Mr Alonzo Mays, Mr Steve Cushanick, Mr Jeff Joseph, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter. Others included Dr Dave Robertson and the DLA briefers - Ms Edilia Correa, Mr Paul Plonski and Mr Keith Sturgill. 

2. DLA Defense Supply Center Richmond provided an update on their Aviation Engineering Reliability and Sustainment Programs. Their reliability program has grown from $10M in 2003 to $22M in 2008. There have been 194 projects across all Services and they wanted the AG to understand their program and help reach out to the Services to identify the most critical readiness and cost requirements. A broad range of examples were discussed. The AG was interested in understanding the project selection criteria and project scope. As explained, pure ROI’s are often hard to define and “conceptually sound” projects have been approved (less dollars and cents and more common sense). They discussed the role of the weapon system managers in the selection process. The brief is posted on the CBM+ web site.

They also discussed other activity in their Engineering Programs Division, such as their Source Development activity and their R&D efforts that highlighted the forging and casting assistance team, that are focused on tools and methods to improve delivery of parts and services to DLA customers.
