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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon room 5A712A by Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included Maj Kirsten Palmer, Maj Dave Clark, Mr Jeff Joseph, and Mr Dave Cutter. Guest presenter was John McDonald (AF/A4ID).

2. The agenda was brief on the Air Force’s Systems Lifecycle Integrity Management (SLIM).  SLIM is an effort to integrate a number of ongoing initiatives (including CBM+, RCM/MSG-3, RAM, MFOQA, WSIP, EAVI and AIP) to standardize the Systems Engineering processes associated with increasing proactive weapon system lifecycle management. This enterprise initiative started last November and is led by Mr McDonald. Expected benefits include improved processes, analyses, and training. They also intend to identify the interfaces with other enterprise efforts, such as ECSS (ERP), LIMS-EV (metrics), and PLM (product lifecycle management). The brief will be posted online at the CBM+ website.

3. The upcoming Synthetic Instrumentation project meeting on 09 July at Seymour Johnson AFB was discussed. Greg is considering attending, as is Maj Palmer. The Air Force appears pleased with the project results to date.


4. The current work of the DoD Operational Test & Evaluation community’s Reliability Improvement Working Group (RIWG) was discussed and information will be passed to the AG for information. The IPT is promoting changes to reliability in weapon system design and development.


5. The CBM+ Breakout at the Symposium was discussed. Peter Niklaus from Boeing’s commercial sector is requesting approval to participate. He will be on the panel with Dr Lusardi (LAV program). Major Clark has agreed to act as moderator.
