CBM+ Action Group
05 March 2008
1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A by Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included LCDR Tom Singleton, Maj Kirsten Palmer, Maj Dave Clark, Mr Steve Cushanick, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter. Guest presenters included Mr Ron Wagner, Mr JC Leverette, Mr Jerry Beck, and Ms Chrysanthy Stamas.

2. The 26-27 February 2008 USMC CTMA Workshop was briefly discussed. A link to the NMCS web site with all the presentations is at  http://techcon.ncms.org/08CTMA-Quantico/Quantico_agenda.htm.


3. The tour of the EFV program is set for 12 March from 1000 to 1100. Maj Clark distributed a map to the site in Woodbridge and a scanned version will be distributed. To help coordinate check-in, they have requested a roster ahead of time, so members who plan to attend are requested to respond this week. Plan on being at their front door at 0950 to get badges. Greg offered to drive his van for those who wish to leave from the Pentagon area - please make your car pool arrangements personally.


4. The DLA Richmond tour is planned for 16 April. They provided an agenda and based on AG discussions, Greg will contact James Stamper a request modifications to cover more broad issues vice individual project updates. Car pools will be arranged in April.


5. The CBM+ brochure (quad-fold glossy handout) is planned to be refreshed and reissued in May. Service representatives were requested to provide their suggestions for their Service specific information to be highlighted. Inputs are requested by 31 March.

6. Ron presented an update on BAE’s development of their Ground Systems Vehicle Health Monitoring System since the last DoD Maintenance Symposium. BAE has invested in an approach termed Mission Capability Support Integration to enable CBM+ goals. Their mantra is “operational availability at reduced total ownership costs.” Ron discussed how they are leveraging their expertise on a variety of platforms to develop systems engineering solution that uses RCM. BAE is looking for a DoD project partner and appears willing to invest R&D funds in a pilot. They are in discussions with some Army and Marine Corps programs now. JC briefed the application of IRCMS for Army ground vehicles. IRCMS was developed at NAVAIR, but it is an available tool for other applications. Their briefs will be posted on the CBM+ web site when available.


7. Late note. The AIA members are proceeding with their CBM+ surveys at this time and plan to be completed this month. The Services are reminded to conduct their AIA/DoD CBM+ surveys on a cross-section of programs. Dick Thompson and Dave Cutter are available for assistance.
