06 February 2008
1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A by Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included Mr James Stamper, CDR James Jepson, LCDR Tom Singleton, Maj Kirsten Palmer, Maj Dave Clark, Mr Steve Cushanick, Mr Jeff Joseph, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter. 2. Greg distributed a graphic used to describe and explain IUID in context with UII and AIT.


3. The DoD Maintenance Symposium is in Denver this year on 27-30 October. CBM+ is planning to have a breakout session, but the specific format is yet to be decided.


4. The USMC Land Systems Sustainment Technology Workshop to be held on 26-27 February at Quantico was discussed. The AG is invited to attend, as available. Cost is minimal. An agenda was distributed.


5. The results of the 05 February RCM WIPT were reviewed. The RCM WIPT meets every 2 months. The RCM continuous learning module is being developed with DAU at this time. Greg agreed to present opening words for the course introduction. The RCM WIPT charter is current. Their next meeting is tentatively 9-10 April in Huntsville in conjunction with the Army’s Supportability Maneuver Sustainment (SMS) Integrated Product Team (IPT) Maintainability Workshop.

6. There was a discussion on the guidebook as a DoD Handbook. The AG agreed that the electronic guidebook was preferred. The option of a handbook being developed as a shorter document on specific aspects of CBM+ was discussed.  


7. The Services were reminded to conduct the AIA/DoD CBM+ surveys on a cross-section of programs. Dick Thompson and Dave Cutter are available for assistance. 

8. The AG meeting was adjourned at 1030. The next AG meeting is set for 20 February. There is a possible visit to the EFV program office in Woodbridge – Major Clark will provide information when available.
