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1. The CBM+ AG met at the Defense Supply Center Richmond at 1000. Members present included Greg Kilchenstein, Maj Kirsten Palmer, James Stamper, Mark Vincent, Dick Thompson and Dave Cutter. Other attendees included Diana Mori and LCDR Tim Franklin (OPNAV N43) and Adam Morse (OSD – MPP). From DSCR, attendees included Karron Small (Director for Aviation Engineering), Keith Sturgill (Deputy), and numerous staff members. 


2. Ms Small presented an organizational overview brief, providing insight into their activities that relate to CBM+ interests. Under Product Data Management, the DLA initiative was briefly discussed. Under Hazardous Information Programs, the OSD Green Program Office initiative was mentioned. e. Tom Higganbotham briefed the DSCR Contractor Fraud Program that identifies and helps prosecute violations. He displayed a number of exhibits.
