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1. The session was opened by Greg Kilchenstein (DASD(MPP)) at 1030. Attendees included Bob Riegert (USAF A4), Ron Graffius (NAVSEA 04), Bill Berneski (CACI), Dick Thompson, Dan Sny and Dave Cutter (LMI).

2. A quick review was held for the DoDI and the final comments/justification that were distributed before the meeting. No other inputs were received and Greg will pass to the OSD general counsel for final review and submission to WHS. 

3. Greg and Dan discussed the EFAC WIPT and provided background, activity, and future plans for the AG information. Status will be provided in more detail at the next AG. Documentation will be distributed for read ahead.  

4. The RCM WIPT will also present their status at the next AG. They have been involved in updating the DAU CLL on RCM to reflect the new DoDM. They are also reviewing other DAU courses for opportunity to insert RCM in the content.

5. Greg and Dan discussed the SAE CBM Best Practices project. It will also be detailed on 08 August for AG review. The industry and government team met in Jacksonville once and assigned chapter work to participants. They have been developing a breakout session for the DoD Maintenance Symposium and that draft abstract will be distributed. 

6. The Metrics WIPT was discussed next and will be reviewed at the next AG. A survey was developed that was intended for Service distribution to 5 programs that are active in CBM+ activity. However, the ability of the AG principals to receive adequate responses without leadership direction and approval was questioned. Another approach was developed – Greg will forward a letter for ASD(L&MR) release that will ask the Services to provide a report on their current metrics in an overall, holistic approach. A draft will be prepared and discussed on 08 August. 

7. The Symposium is on 13-16 November in Grand Rapids, MI. A list of the draft breakouts will be distributed, including the designated organizers. AG members are encouraged to look for areas to participate. A possible AG side-session at the Symposium is being considered. Input is encouraged.
