CBM+ AG
08 August 2012
Minutes

1. The CBM+ AG was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon 5A712A by Greg Kilchenstein. Attendees (in person & on phone) included Jeff Jenkins, Richard Dorn, Ron Graffius, Robert Riegert, Steve Morani, Brian Tilton, Dick Thompson, Dan Sny, and Dave Cutter.

2. DoDI 4151.22 update– Greg reported that it is in Phase 4A of 5 and is looking for a mid-September release.

3. Discussion of technology projects included:
a.  Collective Mind. AMRDEC/LOGSA demonstration proposal in work with OSD R&E. Need to document a success and develop the requirement.
b. AERO Fleet at Hill AFB. NDI capability (back scatter X-ray). Potential FMS business model.
c. Viz Seek. An IUID tool being developed with NAVSEA by CTMA. It crawls a data package/drawings for data label plates and inserts IUID- compliant plate and then submits it for engineering approval. Reduces NRE costs.
  
4. RCM WIPT. Ron provided a quick update to their activity. Greg asked if there were any Service changes to RCM training and if the WIPT can track resources spent on RCM to defend budget requests. Both items to be added to WIPT agenda for 11 September.

5. DoD Maintenance Symposium (13-16 November in Grand Rapids, MI). The AG requested a memo from DADS(M) to help support their request to attend. A package is being processed in OSD to gain Department approval of the event and a memo would be requested upon that approval. Greg suggested a strategic meeting of the AG to address 2013 planning if the AG principals can attend.

6. EFAC WIPT. There have been 5 meetings of the Expeditionary Fluid Analysis Capability team to date. A draft joint user requirements document (from Mr Baker – Army) will be routed for all Services approval. An EFAC Industry Day is being considered for Friday 16 November in Grand Rapids after the Symposium adjourns. The AG will be added to the EFAC distribution list.

7. SAE’s CBM+ “best practices” project. Team met in April in Jacksonville where an outline was developed and chapter writing assignments were assigned. Inputs are due to the co-leads now and the next session is planned for the fall (at Delotte?). The Symposium breakout will educate attendees on CBM building blocks.

8. RAM5. The AG and RCM WIPT have been invited to participate again in the 16-17 October event in Huntsville, hosted by AMRDEC. Greg mentioned it is a good opportunity to leverage others interested in CBM+ activities across the Services.
