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1.  The AG was called to order at 1030 by Greg Kilchenstein. Present in the room were Steve Morani, Bob Riegert, Brian Tilton, Dan Sny, and Dave Cutter. On the phone, Tony Kimberlin, John Tschupp, Ron Graffius, and Dick Thompson.  The presenters were Dr Artur Dubrawski and Dr Norm Sondheimer.

2. Greg discussed the DoDI 4151.22 which is in formal coordination now. The target to have it signed is the end of July, so all AG principals were asked to shepherd the document review in their Service. Since we took this apart in detail as a team, there should be few surprises. If there are questions on content from anyone, please help answer their concerns or forward to Greg for discussion now to preclude a formal coordination justification exchange later.  It was mentioned that this is a DoD-level document and Service specific guidance is deferred to Service-level policy and directives. It will receive another legal review after coordination prior to signing.  

3. The Collective Mind (CM) brief was distributed prior to the meeting. Norm provided a quick background and Artur presented the brief that described their previous efforts with the Air Force and the Navy and highlighted the newer capabilities they are developing.  Artur stressed that CM is different from physics based modeling of known problems or trend analysis.  They process massive amounts of data to identify emerging issues. The USAF pilot had 3 phases, starting with F-16 Fire Control Radar, then transitioning to other systems on the platform, and finally to other platforms (A-10 and T-38 were mentioned). That pilot was considered successful and the Air Force is still developing their approach to incorporating Collective Mind into their overall analytical portfolio. CM has worked with CAMEO, the V-22 system for collection and analysis of operational and maintenance data. They have expanded CM’s capabilities with multi-stream analysis, vibration exceedence, and prediction of anomalous patterns. Based on their progress to date, they were asked to provide projections to ASD(R&E) for a future project. Greg has proposed that the Army’s data warehouse would provide an excellent opportunity for CM to test and prove its current and new capabilities.
