 

AA&E Interagency Coordination Group 
Meeting Summary
The Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives (AA&E) Interagency Coordination Group (ICG) met on Thursday, December 1, 2011, at LMI’s headquarters in McLean, Virginia. A summary of the action items from the meeting and an attendee list can be found at the end of this summary.
Overview
After LMI administrative remarks and introductions, Mr. Ken Stombaugh, LMI, introduced the ICG Chairman, Mr. Tim McNulty, Office of the Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense (Transportation Policy) (ODASD [TP]). Mr. McNulty opened the meeting with welcoming remarks and asked the ICG members to review the action implementation plans (AIPs) and discuss them during and at the end of the day. He also asked all to bring new initiatives to the group. He would like the ICG to be the central forum for AA&E distribution-related issues and discuss new and revised policy. He emphasized that the group should ensure that a one government approach is pursued when resolving issues and added that the ICG is ideal for working AA&E issues across the federal government. He wants the ICG to reach out to the other federal agencies and share more initiatives and programs. Mr. McNulty summarized key events since the last (June 2011) ICG meeting as follows:
ICG Transportation Sub-Group (TSG) declared small arms Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) Pilot Test success and is formalizing the use of BPA carriers in the Defense Transportation Regulation (DTR).
Prepared an implementing Customer Advisory.
TSG began coordination of an initiative to use World Wide Express (WWX) carriers for the movement of classified material, small arms ammunition, and cartridge actuated devices (CADS).
TSG developed proposed changes to DTR Chapters 204, 205, and Military Freight Traffic Unified Rules Publication-1 (MFTURP-1).
Mr. McNulty reviewed the following open actions from the last meeting.
1. Department of Defense (DoD) Explosives Safety Board (DDESB) will provide the Defense Transportation Tracking System (DTTS) Program Management Office (PMO) Dahlgren points of contact (POCs) for use in coordinating a potential flatbed test.
Status: Action complete.
2. Mr. Ken Duncan, Armament Research, Development Engineering Center (ARDEC) will investigate ways of obtaining user feedback on their experiences using the research, development, test, and evaluation (RDT&E) portal.
Status: Action ongoing and expect survey mechanism in place January 2012.
3. The military services will provide POCs to Mr. Duncan that could assist in getting more of the military services’ input to the RDT&E portal.
Status: Action ongoing and additional service POCs being identified.
4. Surface Deployment and Distribution Command (SDDC) G9 agreed to send the military services a copy of its mechanical breakdown standard operating procedure (SOP).
Status: Open as one more internal SDDC review is needed before it is provided for distribution.
5. Mr. Duncan agreed to send Mr. Mario Harley, Navy information on insensitive munitions.
Status: Action complete.
Mr. McNulty reported that ODASD (TP) will continue to monitor progress, keep the AA&E community informed, and post AIP status updates and meeting minutes to the ODASD (TP) website (www.acq.osd.mil/log/tp). ICG meetings will continue bi-annually. The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for June 6, 2012.
AIP Status Updates and Presentations
Following the opening remarks, AIP status updates and presentations were provided by many of the attendees. Hard copy briefings were provided to all meeting attendees. (Those who would like electronic copies of the briefings should please contact Jared Andrews, LMI, at jandrews@lmi.org.)
The following is a summary of the AIP status updates and presentations in the order in which they were presented.
AA&E Physical Security Update
Mr. Scott Petrowski, the Office of the Under Secretary of Defense Intelligence (OUSDI), indicated that the DoD 5100.76-M is in its final formal staffing. In August, OUSDI requested the Defense Intelligence Agency (DIA) do a threat assessment. DIA is conducting the assessment and should be done within a month. The threat assessment is concentrating on the transportation system.
Mr. Oliver Bell, Marine Corps, requested that the DIA brief the unclassified version of the threat assessment to the ICG. Mr. Petrowski responded that he would arrange the briefing for the next TSG meeting.
Suspicious Activity Reporting (SAR) Tool
Mr. Dan Schultz, Department of Homeland Security (DHS), thanked the ICG for allowing him to attend and related that the ICG is a good forum to get to know the DoD personnel involved with AA&E. He related that he is on the non-regulatory side of DHS.
Mr. Schultz provided a briefing on SAR requirements identification, SAR for Critical Infrastructure Tool development, and the Homeland Security Information Network-Critical Sectors (HSIN-CS).
DHS wants to develop a tool that all federal agencies can use and will want to use. Initially, DHS only shared information within the federal community, but now it wants to get the private sector involved.
The motor coach and trucking industry first got involved with the SAR program. The first observer program, which was originally the Highway Watch Program, is the source of the incident reports. SAR is a compliment to first observer and, if they lose funding, DHS will have to fall back on SAR.
Mr. Dan Bradley, SDDC/DTTS, asked whether DTTS suspicious activity reports should be passed to SAR. Mr. Schultz indicated that DHS is in the preliminary phases and are not yet in a position to add the DTTS reports. Mr. Schultz indicated that he is concerned about duplicative reports, but he would rather get as much information as possible and sort out the duplicates.
Mr. C.E. Radford, SDDC, asked how the information is shared with DoD. Mr. Schultz indicated that the data is put into HSIN and DoD would have to have an account and access to view the information.
Mr. Tyrone Brown, SDDC G-2, indicated that they have a HSIN account they use and they have their own website that provides suspicious activity reports to carriers and DoD users.
HSIN-CS and HSIN-States are the two platforms used for capturing SARs. Mr. Schultz believes there is common ground for DoD and DHS to share SAR information.
Mr. Brown related that an Information Sharing Group is working with DoD installation transportation officers (ITOs), Defense Transportation Coordination Initiative (DTCI) carriers, and freight all kinds (FAK) carriers to develop a decision management tool for assessing risk while developing route plans. They have created two websites 1) one for the ITOs and 2) a separate one for the carrier industry that links the DHS sites and allows carriers to see what information is available. They are creating a single access point for both continental United States CONUS and outside CONUS (OCONUS) users.
Mr. McNulty asked about how ITOs access the database. Mr. Brown related that Intelligent Road/Rail Information Server (IRRIS) is the platform used and ITOs would access the information through their IRRIS accounts. Carriers don’t have access to IRRIS, so SDDC can share more sensitive information. IRRIS is developing a website for carriers to access shareable information. Mr. McNulty is concerned with base access issues that keep AA&E shipments from delivering and exposing them to possible threats.
Mr. Mike Hanson, Air Force, asked whether ITOs that are performing shipment planning have access to the SAR information. Mr. Brown indicated that SDDC plans to have their tool available to them.
Mr. Brown indicated that the IRRIS tool would be ready for use in January 2012. Mr. Hanson requested that SDDC issue a customer advisory once the tool is ready. Mr. Brown responded that is what SDDC plans to do.
Mr. Alex Keenan, Department of Transportation (DOT), indicated that the HSIN program has been in development for years, but it now works and he has seen the positive results.
Mr. Jorge Leon, United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM), stated that the value of the information is for making routing decisions and to ensure threat areas are avoided.
Mr. August Malson, Navy, asked if the HSIN is a “for official use only (FOUO)” site. Mr. Schultz indicated that it is and requires vetting to gain access. Mr. Schultz has a responsibility to protect the information, but once he has given access to a partner that has the required access, it is up to that organization to further protect the information it accesses. Mr. Malson related that mission accomplishment is all important and that the ITOs need an alternative route to avoid a restricted travel area.
Mr. Radford indicated that DTR Chapter 205 doesn’t address alternatives.
Mr. Harley related that the Navy’s decision logic is to first look for an alternative route and, if there isn’t one, it looks to another mode, e.g., air movement.
Mr. Leon stated that we need to ensure that we provide the necessary guidance to allow ITOs to know what to do with SAR information.
Mr. McNulty indicated that the TSG should take this issue for action, determining where the gaps are and what guidance is needed.
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Update on Emergency Response Rehearsal of Concept (ROC) Drill Open Issues
Mr. Dan Bradley summarized the ROC drill event and reviewed each of the lessons learned action items. He indicated that 5 of the 11 lessons learned action items have been closed. The 11 are listed below with their status:
Share accident information and lessons learned when appropriate—Closed.
Consider new safety and security technologies—Closed.
Carriers should consider providing defensive tactics training to drivers—Closed.
Assess how DoD and industry can leverage National Incident Management (NIMS) and state fusion centers—Closed.
Evaluate and potentially enhance current rules for security escort vehicles (SEV)—Closed.
Consider requiring carriers to staff operations centers 24/7/365—Next steps are military services review and docketing system.
Identify roles, responsibilities, and procedures for carrier during and after emergencies—Next steps are military services and docketing system.
Tasking authority and process for deploying Quality Assurance Specialist Ammunition Surveillance (QASAS) personnel is delinked and unclear—Working.
Identify standard operating procedures for instituting mass safe haven—Working.
Assess barriers to obtaining in-transit secure holding—Working.
Identify clear process and responsibilities for notifying DoD of rail accidents—Working.
Mr. Bradley related that the state fusion centers were not in a position to be included in the DTTS incident response process.
Mr. Bell asked if the National Defense Transportation Association (NDTA) was involved with the ROC drill results. Mr. Bradley responded that it has.
Mr. Hanson related that four Air Force bases were identified as potential safe havens, but they required some funding to bring them up to the required standards.
Mr. Radford related that, several years ago, 11 western bases were identified as potential safe havens, but they required funding that was not available to bring them up to required standards.
Mr. Malson expressed concern with parked AA&E loads and the explosives arc they create when they are parked.
Mr. Bell asked about rail incident notification and how is it handled. Mr. Radford indicated that only a phone notification process is currently in place.
Mr. McNulty suggested using a red route scenario in SDDC’s next ROC drill. Mr. Bradley agreed that they would include a red route scenario in their next drill.
DTTS Trailer and Rail Tracking Update
Mr. Bradley reviewed the background of the trailer tracking initiative. A large number of sensor alerts are occurring and causing a high workload for the DTTS PMO. He indicated that it’s a training issue for carriers and that they haven’t wired their sensors properly. Sixty percent of shipments have false alerts. Mr. Bradley also related that they have found several instances where DTTS registered trailers are taken out of DoD AA&E service by the carriers, but the DTTS PMO is not notified. This can cause false alerts and DTTS PMO to maintain unnecessary records in its database. Mr. Radford indicated that false alerts will be added to the carrier performance program.
Mr. Bob Rossi, ARDEC related that ARDEC is looking at adding accident avoidance devices on DoD-owned equipment, such as tactical vehicles used overseas. It’s a $40 million program.
Defense Trailer Tracking Alert Avoidance and Compliance (DTAAC) Program
Ms. Angela Stahl, SDDC, summarized the DTAAC program. The DTTS PMO is reporting false alerts to SDDC G9 Quality Assurance who will notify, until April 2012, all transportation service providers (TSPs) of their percentage of alerts compared to the number of satellite tracking service (DCS) shipments handled. The percentages serve as an evaluation measurement, with SDDC establishing a goal of 5 percent or less by April 2012.  Beginning May 2012, if improvement is not demonstrated, TSPs exceeding the 5 percent standard will be notified and warned of a possible carrier performance action.  SDDC plans to incorporate the standard in the SDDC MFTURP-1.
The system reports were originally only going to the carrier dispatchers. Now they go to the carrier’s senior leadership and the response has improved.
Mr. Jim Burns, LMI (ODASD/TP) suggested that this requirement be added to the requirements of carriers under Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) -based contracts.
Mr. Steve Lord, Army, asked if DTTS considered not paying for the $99 charge since DoD is not getting the service. Mr. Radford indicated that this should be added to the best value score card.
DOT Compliance, Safety, Accountability (CSA) Program
Ms. Stahl reported that SDDC will begin using DOT’s CSA to evaluate carrier safety performance. CSA measures seven criteria:
Unsafe driving
Fatigued driving
Driver fitness
Controlled substances and alcohol
Vehicle maintenance
Cargo related
Crash indicator.
SDDC reviews CSA scores for AA&E and protective security service (PSS) TSPs quarterly. CSA score thresholds are more stringent for AA&E and PSS carriers than FAK carriers. Carriers that exceed threshold in any category will receive a notice expressing SDDC concern. Carriers have 30 days to respond with an improvement plan. TSPs with lack of improvement may be placed in non-use.
Mr. Bell asked what the risk is of losing carriers because of non-use actions. Ms. Stahl indicated that no AA&E carriers have been considered for non-use action. Mr. Radford indicated that an AA&E carrier is being investigated for improper behavior.
Mr. Malson asked about capacity issues with putting a carrier in non-use. Mr. Radford responded that SDDC works with the carrier to get into compliance and only takes performance actions as the last resort. Those actions are for a limited time and, through competition, this should not impact capacity as other approved carriers will take the additional shipments.
SDDC Carrier Appointment System (CAS) Demo
Ms. Dora Elias, SDDC, summarized the history of CAS and Mr. Mitch Conley, SDDC, provided a demonstration of the sytem using a test database. CAS is live at 14 locations and the FAK version will be implemented next week.
Mr. Lord asked about retaining old appointment data. Mr. Conley responded that SDDC keeps all data currently so that historical data is available back to the initial implementation date. Mr. McNulty asked who creates the appointments in the system. Ms. Elias responded that the carriers use the system to set up their appointments. Mr. Radford indicated that ITOs can make entries for the carriers, if necessary.
Ms. Anna Gensler, Defense Logistics Agency (DLA), asked if the CAS system has Termaninal Facilities Guide (TFG) information. Ms. Elias responded that SDDC plans to provide a link in CAS to the TFG in a future release.
Mr. Bell asked if individual DoD Activity Address Codes (DoDAACs) can manage their appointments. Ms. Elias responded that they can and the ITO could get an administrative view of all tenant activities appointments. Only users at the base can see their appointment records and not other bases’data.
Ms. Gensler asked if the receiving activity can access incoming bills of lading. Mr. Conley responded that could be a future enhancement since CAS is working to retrieve bill of lading data from the Global Freight Management (GFM) through Integrated Surface Distribution and Data Cleansing (ISDDC).

Mr. McNulty indicated that being able to access the bill of lading would facilitate base access.
Ms. Gensler asked about CAS upgrades. Mr. Conley responded that the upgrades occur about every 90 days.
SDDC is working interfaces with GFM/Integrated Surface Distribution Data Cleansing (iSDDC) to autopopulate data when appropriate and an ability for the system to schedule pickup notifications. SDDC is also working with the 596th/ 597th to implement CAS at SDDC water ports.
AIP 11—Knowledge Management Update
Mr. Stombaugh summarized and provided a status of AIP 11. The Defense Ammunition Center (DAC) as the AIP lead has established communities of practice (COP) in ammunition, explosives safety, and hazardous materials (HAZMAT) to encourage knowledge sharing, provide functional support and improve job performance within each COP.
The Defense Acquisition University is hosting the ammunition COP, while Army Knowledge Online (AKO) is hosting the explosives safety and HAZMAT COPs. Mr. Stombaugh related that this capability is continuing to be expanded and additional knowledge management tools and capability are being deployed.
AIP 13—AA&E Training Update
Mr. Stombaugh summarized DAC’s training objectives to satisfy both Army and Joint service AA&E, HAZMAT, and explosives safety training requirements and he related new and enhanced AA&E ciriculum efforts as follows:
Expanded/enhanced classroom and web-based/distance learning courses.
Supporting Explosives Safety, quality assurance specialist (ammunition surveillance) (QASAS), and Ammunition Manager career programs with new certificate programs.
Mr. Radford asked about the key HAZMAT classes being in Chapter 204 of the DTR. Mr. Stombaugh responded that the basic courses are still covered in the DTR.
AIP 14—Metrics Collection and Evaluation Update
Ms. Annvetta Bennett-Hansen, DTTS, reviewed DTTS AA&E and Other Sensitive Material (OSM) movement, emergency response, DoD and police notification, DCS categories, and in-transit public exposure statistics.
Mr. McNulty reviewed the AIP 14 original Strategic Plan objectives and goals for metrics collection and evaluation. He asked if this was still valid and the ICG members agreed their was still validity to measuring and tracking the performance of the AA&E distribution system.
Mr. McNulty asked the Joint Munitions Command (JMC) to look at what it is monitoring and see if it can share that with the ICG.
Mr. Hanson stated that the DTTS metrics don’t capture overocean and retrograde movements.
AIP 10—Update
Mr. Robert Rossi provided the background of AIP 10, how to access its database, the current progress of the database, and the status of AIP 10 action items.
Mr. Rossi related the following recent activity:
12.5 percent increase in new users and a 41 percent increase in files since last year.
Drafted an OSD-level memo encouraging service support of the initiative.
Drafted an e-mail for service POCs which summarizes the AIP 10 initiative and encourages them to share their files/documents and become a system user.
Assessed options for handling documents with fees or tagged as “restricted”distribution.
Continuing contract support for data collection for FY12.
Working with ARDEC Knowledge Management Office and LMI to develop a user survey that will attempt to get user feedback on how to enhance the system and make it more responsive to its users needs.
Assessing options to expand and market the system in FY12.
He indicated that the push next year will be to market the database and get more users signed up and using the system.
Mr. Schultz asked if DHS’ National Transportation Security Center of Excellence and the Transportation Research Board (TRB) are involved in this effort. Mr. Schultz will get with Mr. Rossi to coordinate with DHS.
It was asked if people outside of DoD can access AKO and the portal. They were advised that they can if they have a common access card (CAC).
Joint Ordnance Commanders Group (JOCG) Update
Ms. Debra Leibold, JMC/JOCG Executive Secratariat Office, reviewed 4 action areas that the JOCG is monitoring and working.
Logistics Modernization Program (LMP), a major Army Enterprise Resource Planning program, which reduces redundancy among legacy systems.
Configuration Management integrated process team (IPT) developed/implemented standard configuration change management process for application across program executive officer (PEO) ammunition commodities.
Declining budgets and a projected 28 percent decrease in requirements FY13–15 challenge DoD’s capability to sustain a warm ammunition industrial base, retain critical skill sets, and modernize/sustain the logistics base.
PEO Ammo instructed to formulate/implement a structural change in the management of Government-Owned, Contractor-Operated (GOCO) facilities. The plan is to increase the unit price of ammunition components produced by the GOCOs by 3 percent to generate the required additional revenue.
Defense Installation Access Control (DIAC) Working Group (WG)
LtCol Mark DiCarlo, Air Force, presented what the DIAC WG is tasked to do; its structure, history, goal, source documents, accomplishments; its management enterprise services architecture; and where it is presently. LtCol DiCarlo listed the credentials approved to facilitate access to DoD facilities.
The goal of the DIAC WG is to do the following:
Develop an identity management enterprise services architecture that enables continuous vetting of everyone authorized to access a DoD installation against authoritative data sources, authenticate approved credentials, and secure information sharing with other organizations/ mission sets.
Meet Section 1069 of Public Law 110-181 whereby Congress tasked the Secretary of Defense to determine fitness of personnel entering military installation in the United States.
Prevent “bad”people from entering DoD installations and vastly enhancing the security of DoD personnel and resources.
Mr. Malson asked about allowing access of personnel on ships when arriving at a military ports. Mr. Brown responded that was a facility commander’s determination.
ICG Transportation Subgroup (TSG) Update
Mr. Harley, TSG Chairman, summarized the TSG accomplishments. Mr. Harley related that the TSG has asked the DDESB to add to the DoD 6055.9 who will be authorized to intervene in a commercial carrier safety or security incident. Mr. Radford asked about when the guidance will be put into the DTR and carrier rules publication. Mr. Harley indicated that will be done after the 6055.9 change is published. Ms. Rita Woolwine, United States Northern Command (USNORTHCOM), clarified that USNORTHCOM does not have the authority to task the installations. Mr. Harley discussed CONUS movements of mine resistant ambush protected (MRAPs) from Charleston to Orangeburg which are getting satellite tracking service (DCS) applied at a significant cost. Mr. McNulty related that he works daily with the MRAP Program Management folks and can get the TSG in touch with the right people to discuss the issue with them.
Mr. Harley summarized the Small Arms Weapons Pilot Test using blanket purchase agreement (BPA) carriers and indicated that the SDDC Customer Advisory was released September 20, 2011 that authorized full CONUS DoD usage.
The TSG action to obtain approval and initiate substitution of DCS capability for Security Escort Vehicles (SEV) was completed as of October 1, 2011.
The action to explore expansion of DCS to other configurations for loads of AA&E is ongoing as the DTTS PMO continues to audit test data and trouble shoot and is considering expanding testing to flatbed trailers.
Mr. Harley related that the active in-transit monitoring action is ongoing. DTTS PMO continues to pursue testing the concept and is looking into geo-fencing in order to keep the DTTS system unclassified.
The TSG held a kickoff meeting on November 17, 2011, to explore testing the use of World Wide Express (WWX) contract carriers for the movement of classified material and small arms ammunition as an alternative to OCONUS Postal Service/ Air Mobility Command movements.
Mr. Harley summarized the action to review national stock numbers (NSNs) associated with controlled item inventory codes (CIICs) in order to eliminate unnecessary application of a transportation protective service (TPS) to NSNs that were not a CIIC of a major subassembly or for CIICs which are not applicable to the end item itself. He indicated that OSD has tasked DLA to review the Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS) procedures. DLA is trying to determine if it can either redefine or make the CIIC a two position field.
Mr. Harley indicated Mr. Hanson is retiring at the end of the month and thanked Mr. Hanson for his many years of outstanding support of the ICG and TSG.
Mr. Bell asked the TSG to address crypto gear movements.
Mr. Hanson stated that the TSG needs to keep the momentum going on the CIIC issue.
DOT Initiatives
Mr. Alex Keenan stated that he looks forward to working with the ICG and DHS on SAR data.
Mr. Michael Burkhardt, DOT/Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA), stated that if you see a “show cause statement” that DOT would like to receive DoD’s input on it.
Meeting Conclusion
Mr. McNulty concluded the meeting and requested the ICG members share the ICG minutes within their organizations. He reviewed the action items that were captured during the course of the meeting. Mr. McNulty acknowledged that this was Mr. Hanson’s last ICG meeting as he is retiring at the end of the month and he thanked him for his many years of dedicated support of the ICG. He also thanked the attendees for their participation and urged the group to bring up new issues and initiatives at any time and not to wait until the next ICG meeting. The next AA&E ICG meeting will be held at LMI on June 6, 2012.
Summary Action Items
The ICG meeting generated the following list of action items:
The TSG will look at the SAR information sharing issue, looking for gaps and determining if proper guidance is in place to ensure all that need it have access to SAR data.
The services will provide SDDC with installation-level access POCs for the CAS presentation.
JMC will share its AA&E metrics collection data with the ICG.
DHS will contact ARDEC to provide POCs for the National Transportation Security Center of Excellence and the Transportation Research Board.
LMI will invite a Transportation Worker Identification Card (TWIC) and CAC representative to brief the next ICG to determine what credential should be used for munitions carrier personnel requiring base access.
TSA requested it be invited to the next ROC drill conducted by SDDC/ DTTS.
