



2012 NATIBO Steering Committee Meeting

3-4 April 2012

The NATIBO Steering Committee met on 3-4 April 2012, in Baltimore, MD. The U.S. Office of the Secretary of Defense hosted the meeting. 
Representatives from the Joint Services as well as from the Office of the Secretary of Defense (AT&L (Manufacturing and Industrial Base Policy)), Defense Contract Management Agency, Defense Logistics Agency, the Canadian Department of National Defence (DND), Canadian Commercial Corporation, Industry Canada, Foreign Affairs and International Trade Canada and the U.S./Canada Joint Certification Office participated in the meeting.
The meeting served to update the NATIBO Steering Committee on the ongoing initiatives of the U.S. Department of Defense (DoD) and the Canadian DND, under the auspices of NATIBO and to receive strategic guidance for the coming year.

Additional presentation/discussion topics included Rare Earth Elements and Materials Supply Issues, the NATIBO Cross-Border Sub-Tier Supplier Study, and Sustainable Manufacturing. 
The group also toured the Edgewood Chemical Biological Center (ECBC) Prototype Integration Facility (PIF) located at Edgewood, MD. The PIF leverages world class multidisciplinary capabilities framework, established to support the core ECBC Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear and 
Explosive Weapons Defense Mission, to provide broad rapid response Concept-to-Product total lifecycle solutions. 
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
