"CodeVice: Getting a Grip on your Code (with Google Earth)"  

Mr. Michael McDougall, GrammaTec

Abstract: CodeVice renders software architecture information as interactive geographical data in the Keyhole Markup Language (KML), a standard format displayed by Google Earth and other geospatial browsers.  A geographical metaphor allows CodeVice to present architecture information for very large systems as two- and three-dimensional visualizations without sacrificing scalability or ease-of-use.

Dr. McDougall's bio: Michael McDougall is a GrammaTech Senior Scientist.  Dr. McDougall received a B.Sc. in Mathematics and Computer Science from McGill University in 1997 and a PhD in Computer Science from the University of Pennsylvania in 2005.  His graduate work focused on applying formal reasoning to problems in software engineering and security.  Since joining GrammaTech, he has led research projects on the use of software analysis and visualization to improve software quality.

GrammaTech develops and markets software-analysis and program-transformation tools.  Our flagship system is the CodeSurfer/CodeSonar static-analysis platform.
