"A Revolutionary New Approach to Ensuring Safety in Software and Human Intensive Systems"

Dr. Nancy Leveson, Professor of Aeronautics and Astronautics and Prof. of Engineering Systems, MIT

Abstract: Most traditional safety engineering techniques do not work on software-intensive systems or those with human operators providing complex supervisory control and decision-making.  A new approach has been created that does work and is currently being used on very complex systems such the new U.S. ballistic missile system and the replacement for the space shuttle (Orion).  This talk will describe the new approach and some of its applications.

Bio: Dr. Nancy Leveson is Professor of Aeronautics and Astronautics and Prof. of Engineering Systems at MIT.  She has been working in system safety and software engineering (particularly requirements) and served as Editor in Chief of IEEE Transactions on Software Engineering.  She has received many award such as the ACM Sigsoft Outstanding Software Research Award, the ACM Allen Newell Award, and the AIAA Information Systems Award.  Dr. Leveson is an elected member of the National Academy of Engineering.
