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Abstract:


The presentation discusses the three standard Department of Defense license types for noncommercial computer software - Unlimited, Government Purpose, and Restricted - and a fourth alternative of Specifically Negotiated Agreements as the decision alternatives. It describes the distinguishing features of each license type and an approach for identifying DoD/program needs when developing the licensing strategy.
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
