	7. Equipment Maintenance: Does the contractor maintain shop equipment in a safe and operational condition?
Note: Nothing herein authorizes the contractor to make material changes or modifications to any of the real property that the contractor works with. 	9. Plumber: Does the contractor ensure plumbers have the requisite education, experience, and qualifications to correct minor plumbing requirements that may arise?
	
	
	
	
	

	10. Electrician: Does the contractor ensure that all electrical machinery is operational and maintained in an operational condition at all times?
Note: Electrical machinery includes, but is not limited to, tire changing machines, hose fabrication machines, battery chargers, hydraulic presses, overhead cranes, paint booth, air compressor, lube system, wash rack, and the air system.

Engineering/Facility Support: Does the contractor review/develop facility designs for temporary/permanent configuration, manage facility configuration projects, purchase, install and layout Computer Aided Design (CAD) equipment and other activities from initial design through full operations involved in establishing an efficient operating facility?
