(b)  The clause at DFARS 252.228-7001, Ground and Flight Risk, requires the assignment of a Government flight representative to administer the requirements of the combined regulation/instruction entitled “Contractor’s Flight and Ground Operations” (Air Force Instruction 10-220, Army Regulation 95-20, NAVAIR Instruction 3710.1 (Series), Coast Guard Instruction M13020.3, and Defense Contract Management Agency Instruction 8210.1).  At the time a solicitation is issued, the contracting officer shall contact DCMA Aircraft Operations and the appropriate military department to obtain technical advice and assignment of a Government flight representative.
