(11)(i)  Except as provided in paragraph (11)(ii) of this section, use the clause at 252.225-7036, Buy American Act—Free Trade Agreements—Balance of Payments Program, instead of the clause at FAR 52.225-3, Buy American Act--Free Trade Agreements—Israeli Trade Act, in solicitations and contracts for the items listed at 225.401-70, when the estimated value equals or exceeds $25,000, but is less than $194,000[$203,000], and a Free Trade Agreement applies to the acquisition.




(A)  Use the basic clause when the estimated value equals or exceeds $67,826[$70,079].




(B)  Use the clause with its Alternate I when the estimated value equals or exceeds $25,000 but is less than $67,826[$70,079].

SUBPART 225.75—BALANCE OF PAYMENTS PROGRAM

225.7503  Contract clauses.

Unless the entire acquisition is exempt from the Balance of Payments Program--


(a)  Use the clause at 252.225-7044, Balance of Payments Program--Construction Material, in solicitations and contracts for construction to be performed outside the United States with a value greater than the simplified acquisition threshold but less than $7,443,000[$7,804,000].


(b)  Use the clause at 252.225-7045, Balance of Payments Program--Construction Material Under Trade Agreements, in solicitations and contracts for construction to be performed outside the United States with a value of $7,443,000 [$7,804,000] or more.  For acquisitions with a value of $7,443,000 [$7,804,000] or more, but less than $8,817,449[$9,110,318], use the clause with its Alternate I.
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
