252.203-7004  Display of Hotline Posters.

As prescribed in 203.1004(b)(2)(ii), use the following clause:

DISPLAY OF HOTLINE POSTERS  (OCT 2015[6])

	(a)  Definition. “United States,” as used in this clause, means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

	(b)  Display of fraud hotline poster(s).

		(1)[(i)]  The Contractor shall display prominently the DoD fraud[, waste, and abuse] hotline poster, prepared by the DoD Office of the Inspector General[, in effect at time of contract award], in common work areas within business segments performing work in the United States under Department of Defense (DoD) contracts.

			[(ii)  For contracts performed outside the United States, when security concerns can be appropriately demonstrated, the contracting officer may provide the contractor the option to publicize the program to contractor personnel in a manner other than public display of the poster, such as private employee written instructions and briefings.]

		(2)  If the contract is funded, in whole or in part, by Department of Homeland Security (DHS) disaster relief funds, [and the work is to be performed in the United States,] the DHS fraud hotline poster shall be displayed in addition to the DoD fraud hotline poster.  If a display of a DHS fraud hotline poster is required, the Contractor may obtain such poster from:[—

	([c]d)(1)  These DoD hotline posters may be obtained from:  Defense Hotline, The Pentagon, Washington, D.C. 20301-1900, or are [is]also available via the internet at http://www.dodig.mil/hotline/hotline_posters.htm.

		(2)  If a significant portion of the employee workforce does not speak English, then the posters [is]are to be displayed in the foreign languages that a significant portion of the employees speak.  Contact the DoD Inspector General at the address provided in paragraph (d)(1) of this clause if there is a requirement for employees to be notified of this clause and assistance with translation is required.

		(3)  Additionally, if the Contractor maintains a company website as a method of providing information to employees, the Contractor shall display an electronic version of these required posters at the website.

	([d]e)  Subcontracts.  The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (e[d]), in all subcontracts that exceed $5.5 million except when the subcontract is for the acquisition of a commercial item.
