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(c)(i)  When issuing a continued contract, the contracting officer shall—



(A)  Obtain approval at a level above the contracting officer before issuance of the continued contract;




(B)  Assign an additional PII number to the continued contract using the uniform PII numbering system prescribed in DFARS 204.7002, 204.7003, and 204.7004.




(C)  Provide advance notice to the contractor before issuance of the continued contract, to include the new PII number and the effective date of the continued contract;




(D)  Modify the predecessor contract to reflect any necessary administrative changes such as transfer of Government property; and




(E)  Reference the predecessor PII number on the face page of the continued contract to ensure traceability. 



(ii)  Sample language for the administrative modification required by DFARS 204.7001(c)(3)(i) is provided below:



“This modification is issued for administrative purposes to facilitate continued contract performance due to [state the reason for assigning an additional PII number].  This modification is authorized in accordance with DFARS 204.7001(c).




Supplies and services already acquired under this contract number shall remain solely under this contract number for purposes of Government inspection, acceptance, payment, and closeout.  All future [delivery orders] [task orders] [options exercised] will be accomplished under continued contract XXXXXXX.”
