SUBJECT: Contractor Past Performance Assessment Reporting — 4th Quarter FY 2013

Contractor past performance reporting is a focus of the Office of Federal Procurement
Policy (OFPP) as identified in its memorandum of March 5, 2013, and is of importance to the
USD(AT&L). I am tasked with monitoring and communicating how the Department is
performing on a quarterly basis.

The Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS) compliance review for the
fourth quarter found the Department is now at 79.43%, an improvement of just 1.89% from the
previous quarter. The Department has shown a steady improvement throughout FY 13 but failed
to meet the 85% goal set by OFPP. We are required to meet a 95% goal for Fiscal Year 2014
and, therefore, must strive to continue our efforts in providing written contractor performance
evaluations in the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS).

Two attached spreadsheets identify the PPIRS compliance metrics as of September 30,
2013, one compares the third and fourth quarters of FY13 and the second compares the FY12
and FY13 data, an overall improvement for the Department of 13.89%. Many offices have made
great strides in improving compliance during this past fiscal year.

The contract count includes contracts and delivery orders from the Federal Procurement
Data System (FPDS) that meets the DoD threshold. It is important to remember that both
contracts and delivery orders must be registered in CPARS for contractor performance
evaluations to be completed. Actions meeting the DoD threshold from FPDS that are not
registered are still included in the total count when determining compliance.
