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SUBJECT:  DoD Customs and Border Clearance Program (CBCP).  

	The CBCP is intended to eliminate the introduction of agricultural pests, diseases, illegal narcotics, drugs, and other contraband into the United States or Host Nations through DoD channels.   



Roles and Responsibilities: 
· DoD Directive 4500.09, Transportation and Traffic Management designates the Commander, USTRANSCOM (CDRUSTRANSCOM) as the DoD single manager for the Customs and Border Clearance Program (CBCP) with delegated authority to enter into interagency agreements and arrangements.  
· DoD Instruction 4500.57, Transportation and Traffic Management, further defines CDRUSTRANSCOM responsibilities to include;  
--  (1)  Facilitates continuity and cooperation among DoD Components and coordinates DoD 
     requirements with the CBCP. 
      --  (2)  Serves as the DoD liaison with the Department of Homeland Security, U.S. Customs and  
           Border Protection, the U.S. Department of Agriculture, and other U.S. agencies in customs and 
           border clearance matters.
      --  (3)  Coordinates efforts of DoD Components in the development of common automated customs 
           clearance systems, interfaces, and processes.  
      --  (4)  Develops, publishes, and maintains implementation plans and procedures for the CBCP.
·  DoD Instruction 4500.57 assigns Combatant Commanders the responsibility to coordinate customs clearance procedures, in accordance with the DoD CBCP, with host nations (HNs) within their area of responsibility.
      -- Instructs DoD Component Heads to coordinate with the CDRUSTRANSCOM to implement and 
    execute of the DoD CBCP.

Implementation:
- Defense Transportation Regulation; Part V, Customs:
  --  Implements DoD policy, prescribes procedures, defines responsibilities, and identifies customs, agricultural, 
       and other border clearance requirements for entry and exit to the U.S. and selected countries in support of 
       U.S. Forces.
       ---  Prescribes procedures, assigns responsibilities, and defines requirements for the prevention of 
             the introduction of agricultural pests into the United States and/or HNs by the DoD.
            ----  All DoD conveyances (ships, aircraft, and other mode/methods of transport) entering the 
                   Customs Territory of the U.S. from a foreign port or place will be subject to a complete
                   customs inspection upon arrival at the first U.S. port of entry.
  --  Holds Unit, Port, and Transportation Commanders accountable for ensuring that clearance
       processes and procedures are followed to prevent vegetation, agricultural pests, and soil on 
       retrograde cargo and/or equipment entering the U.S. and for ensuring HNs requirements are
       met when moving equipment and/or cargo across national borders.
  --  Establishes the DoD Senior Agricultural Agent (SAA) Program.  The SAA program authorizes the
       SAA to inspect and certify DoD-owned cargo and equipment to ensure it meets agricultural clearance
       requirements for entry into the United States. 
  -- The SAA program is a train-the-trainer program authorizing the SAA to conduct customs 
       clearance training for personnel in their respective theaters.
  -- The training is conducted by a senior U.S. Customs and Border Protection-Agricultural officer and
      certified by USTRANSCOM Customs and Border Clearance functional managers.
  -- Directs a checklist based approach via the Technical Guide 31, Guide for Agricultural Preparation of 
      Military Gear and Equipment for Redeployment.


Enforcement/Accountability:
· Emergency Action Notification (EAN)
  -- Issued by U.S. Customs and Border Protection-Agriculture Officers when DoD shipments entering the
     continental United States are found to be contaminated with soil, pest and/or agriculture matter and require
     mitigation efforts to be performed (i.e., quarantine, wash-down, fumigation, etc.).
     --- Mitigation costs, to include U.S. Customs and Border Protection-Agriculture Officers travel, per diem, and
          overtime will be paid by the Service/organization who last accepted the discrepant shipment. 
   -- USTRANSCOM receives copies of EANs for all discrepant shipments and works with the CCMDs, Service
       Headquarters, and operational units to analyze the root cause and institute corrective actions.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Exclusions to the CBCP:
-	Shipment of household goods and/or privately owned vehicles, small package and international
     heavyweight shipments, and Universal Service Contract (USC) consigned as door-to-door pickup and delivery 
     are not under the purview of the SAA nor the CBCA program.
   -- The Transportation Service Providers and commercial services contractors are responsible for customs
       clearance processing for entry into the U.S. or to HN partners made under International Government Bill of 
       Lading or express delivery orders placed on the commercial services contracts, e.g, Next Generation Delivery
       Service, Global Heavyweight Services, etc.
   -- Under the terms of USC, customs clearance responsibilities, at certain overseas locations, are shared between
       the U.S. Government and the commercial carrier. 
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
